The Canterbury Tales Assignment
In lieu of a formal discussion board posting, I want you to get the opportunity to become acquainted with more of The Canterbury Tales. This assignment will count in the PRODUCT category. For this assignment, you will need to:

1. Read independently

2. Conduct research

3. Present pertinent information in a meaningful way to your classmates

Step 1: 

Using the following site with a free modern translations of The Canterbury Tales, preview the tales NOT covered in class. (Note: In class we are reading: General Prologue, The Nun’s Priest’s Tale, The Pardoner’s Tale (and Prologue), and The Wife of Bath’s Tale (and Prologue)).

E-mail me your top 3 choices. I will assign students to tales on a first-come, first-serve basis.
Step 2: Research
After reading your tale, conduct additional CREDIBLE research to help better understand your tale. Recommended sites for research:

· Universities (anything that’s a .edu)
· SparkNotes/CliffNotes/Shmoop

Important Note: You will need to CITE your sources, so keep track of what information you use and where it comes from!

Step 3: Summary & Analysis Paper
· Write a paper that provides both an explanation of the plot and characters of the tale AND analyzes possible interpretations of the tale and its deeper themes/meaning.
· Include in-text citations from your research. Include a Works Cited page at the end of the paper 
· Share this essay with Mrs. Rohlfs via googledrive no later than midnight on the due date. 
· Note: You will be given some work time in class.
Step 4: 
Present your tale to the class. The format in which you present is up to you. Be creative!
